APPENDIX B: English-Chinese Glossary

This glossary includes most words (excluding proper nouns, which can be found at the back of the Textbooks)
that appear in IC Level One and IC Level Two. Level One items are identified as either “IC1a” or “IC1b” (for IC Level
One Part 1 or Part 2, respectively); specific lesson numbers are provided for Level Two items. (Note: Parts of
speech and abbreviations used here may differ somewhat from the main text.)

Information for each glossary entry is arranged as follows:

(1) English headword(s) (2) part(s) of speech (3) traditional character(s) (4)
simplified character(s) [in parentheses, where applicable] (5) pinyin spelling (6)
lesson(s) introduced (and specific location if not main vocabulary)
